What Can You Do?

Your club can get involved in pre-active projects, such as 

· the Criminal Justice System,

· (Legal) Road Closures,

· BAC Business Against Crime,

· CCTV monitoring,

· Personal Disaster Management

OR

Your club can get involved in re-active projects, by helping :-

· All the emergency services, including S.A. Police, Metro Police, Fire, Ambulances, Traffic, Rescue S.A. etc.

· The victims, with various trauma support projects and psychological counselling.

What Does District 9300 Do?

District provides the “World Peace Committee”.

Peace projects are defined as projects aimed at reducing or eliminating trauma in the daily lives of the general public and emergency service personnel caused by the country’s two largest sources of trauma, namely criminal actions and road accidents.

The Peace committee’s prime objectives are :-

· To communicate with all clubs in the District to make them aware of Peace projects.

· To communicate with all the above named private and public organisations on behalf of the clubs in the district, and find out what Rotary clubs can do to help these organisations perform their tasks more efficiently.

· To arrange mini-district Peace functions in the form of workshops, in order to assist Rotarians/Rotary clubs to discuss and overcome problems experienced in different areas by the emergency services.

Typical Club Projects

Morningside’s Community Policing Forum project, which not only helped the Police, but provided additional offices and forecourt, and painted various offices.

Benoni’s Toy rescue and toy box project with Modderbee Prison and the Children’s court in Benoni; also provided chairs, table and rug.

Benoni Aurora’s Witness Protection facility was provided at Benoni Central Police Station and child-friendly rooms at courts and police stations for the interview of victims of child abuse.

Knights Pendragon’s conversion of a Charge Office to Client Reception area; upgrading visitors room for prisoners, donation of PC to Police station.

Riverside’s “Comfort Cops” project - basic training on many skills to local police officers.

Rosebank facilitated a full report security problem at Randburg Magistrates’ court.

Sandton’s Driver instruction to members of SAPS.  Also launched a literacy program for SAPS .

Vereeniging’s Villa Lubet home for abandoned, abused and neglected children, which are often brought in by SAPS officers, and their Child Protection Unit support project.

Personal Disaster Management Project

Parliament this year approved a Disaster Management Bill, which is intended to ensure that all Councils have a formal Disaster Management Plan and Equipment/systems in place.   This is the personal equivalent of that plan.  When disaster strikes, we all need to be prepared.

It consists of:-

General information – such as emergency phone and cell numbers, hospitals, Police, Fire Ambulance, Electricity, Water, NSRI

Personal information, such as medical aid/hospital plan company and number, allergies, health problems, present medication

Health Support Numbers, such as doctor, dentist, private hospital

Family & friends work numbers and neighbour’s numbers.
